This week’s Sunday School lesson is Jeremiah & God’s 

New Covenant.  Thank you to Pastor Squires for this awesome 
summary. Jeremiah was a prophet in the last days before 
God’s people were taken into exile by the Babylonians. He 
proclaimed God’s Word as the Babylonians crept closer and 
closer to Jerusalem. The people trembled, because destruction 
and death were right around the corner. They trembled and 
needed hope from God which Jeremiah spoke.  The text from 
Jeremiah is a promise from God that brings the sweet relief 
that the people needed. But it is hard to rejoice about that 
promise if we don’t realize that we are trembling and need 
relief. That promise is hard for us to understand sometimes as 
we consider our day to day lives today.  So, think about your 
spiritual life; your inner life and thoughts. Think about your 
relationship with God.  So tremble, and be calmed. God’s 
promise in Jeremiah calms your troubled heart.  God has saved 
you by His own action. He has calmed your troubled heart by 
giving you the forgiveness of all of your sins.
